.a8 mhy he agreed upon by the Mortgagor and Mortgagee. Failing to agree on the maturity, the whole of
the sum or sums so advanced shall be due and payable thirty (30) " days after demand by the Mortgagee.

8. If there shall be a default in any of the terms, conditions or covenants of this mortgage, or of the
note secured hereby, then any syms owing by the Mortgagor to the Mortgagee shall, at the option of the
Mortgagee, become immiediately due and payable.
